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The second (2019) annual report of the Morpeth Litter Group outlines the results of our continuing activities.  This voluntary community initiative, with partnership assistance from the Town and County Councils, and groups and individuals, has again proved to be worthwhile. We hope that you find our wonderful Town to be a bit cleaner than before, and we again thank everyone involved without whom the litter blitzes would not have succeeded.
In January 2018 some members of GMDT and Morpeth Lions became aware that a number of community organisations and individuals in Morpeth were involved in voluntary random litter picking in and around the town. In common with a national trend, those involved believe that the town has been experiencing a growing litter problem which is detracting from the quality of the local environment. We think that we are now succeeding in reducing the problem. 
Our primary objective is to supplement the Councils’ activities in as many areas of the town as possible, and to tie this into the In-Bloom inspections and events such as the Great British Spring Clean (Keep Britain Tidy). This also helps the Council resource situation.
To co-ordinate groups and individuals, a decision was taken early in 2018 to organise a series of regular community litter picks under the Morpeth Litter Group (MLG) title. The level of interest from the community was unknown, so in addition to social and other media publicity, a network of contacts with interested parties was established. Additionally, both the Town and County Councils were extremely helpful in providing advice and equipment and agreeing to dispose of collected rubbish. This was boosted by assistance from the private sector (special mention to MKM and Jewson who supplied equipment pickers, bags, gloves, etc.). This has continued in 2019.
Our 2018 litter picking experience was a steep learning curve which meant that this year we could concentrate on the known worst areas. This was helped by actions taken by the local authorities to alter their litter picking strategies partly we think as a result of our detailed findings. For example, in a few places an existing bin has been moved to a hotter litter spot, and in others the type of bin present has been replaced by a different type of bin reflecting the nature of litter generally found there i.e. a general waste bin for a dog bin. A few new bins have been added as well, and improved bin design in the Marketplace is improving cigarette butt collection.
This report records the results of the six 2019 successful litter events, supplemented by the extensive additional work of one individual, and once again makes recommendations which we hope will again be considered by the local authorities. Our strategy has broadened slightly by also targeting main approach roads into the town, which, sadly, are subjected to constant littering from passing vehicle users. We are fully aware that our suggestions may have resource implications, but consider that that should be weighed against the diverse supportive community feedback we receive. Implementation of additional bins could be phased over several years, and we again point out that many other local authorities increase funds by permitting advertising on bins.    
Our hope is that if some of our findings are acted upon by the local authorities it will again be possible to reduce our level of activity in 2020 and beyond. It is important that the authorities don’t view our work as a permanent supplementary resource, but more as a partnership where we are working together to address the problem of littering. 
This report will be published on the GMDT website, and will be disseminated to Northumberland County Council, Morpeth Town Council and King Edward VI School Morpeth, and other groups involved.  
[bookmark: _Toc27572137]SECTION 1: The 2019 “BLITZES” 

[bookmark: _Toc27572138]2019 LITTER BLITZ 1:  24th FEBRUARY MAIN ROUTES INTO MORPETH  
WHORRAL Bank to Layby opposite Pegswood Moor Country Park + Northern Bypass.

1.1.1 In 2018 we received feedback from many sources complaining that although the town 
was looking cleaner, the approach roads presented an ongoing litter problem. As a tourist 
town, people felt that the first impression gained by visitors is vital. It was our intention in January / February 2019 to target the complete set of roads coming into Morpeth.
1.1.2 Road verges were one obvious litter spot, but we also found that several laybys were in an 
appalling state, with both litter and fly tipping prevalent in large quantities. The worst was 
on the B1337, opposite Pegswood Moor Country Park—a terrible advertisement for Country Park visitors-- where historic litter had accumulated and was strewn in the undergrowth and thorn hedging. In total on 24th February 20 volunteers collected the astonishing total of 61 bags of rubbish along Whorral Bank, Town Centre locations and from the B1337 layby, with further work needed. As a result of our lobbying a SULO bin has now been added to the layby – our thanks to Pegswood Council for a rapid turnaround.

1.1.3 A few days after the Blitz our KBT Ambassador collected a further 11 bags from A197 to Clifton, hedges by Morrisons petrol station, High Stobhill woods area, including a fly tipping incident. 
1.1.4 The excellent landscaping on the new bypass continues to be despoiled by litter. 
Unfortunately, this is a national problem, and without far better education and enforcement 
resources it is difficult to know how to prevent selfish occupants from throwing litter out of 
their vehicles. The other point is that current highway verge strategies include the objective 
of allowing areas of landscaping to remain wild to attract and provide habitats for wildlife. 
So, the fact that the majority of litter collected is plastic partially negates that laudable 
intention.    
1.1.5 For a 10-day period from 20th Feb – 5th March, our Keep Britain Tidy Ambassador targeted the Northern Bypass from Whorral Bank to the A1 south junction – the scale of litter was appalling - in total 79 bags of litter were collected with over 90% of the detritus from drivers coming from A1 heading east. 
1.1.6 Therefore, in total 151 black bin bags of detritus were collected in this locality, and we hope that because a significant proportion of this was historic, further events here will produce a substantially reduced amount.
1.1.7 During the clean-up a number of residents from the new housing estate off Northgate roundabout expressed disappointment with lack of bins, especially for dog walkers. Investigation during 2019 has identified that the site is within Hebron Parish.
 
[bookmark: _Toc27572139][bookmark: _Hlk24413249]2019 LITTER BLITZ 2A:  24th MARCH: STOBHILL & ALLERY BANKS 

1.2.1   Following on from last year’s event, where Alison Byard (Town Councillor) had requested a 
blitz targeting Stobhill estate (2018 Hotspot), we again had a morning and afternoon Litter 
Blitz. This area included Coopies Lane industrial estate and railway station. However, we were pleased to note that the quantity of litter had reduced significantly since 2018. 

1.2.2  The morning litter pick attracted 11 volunteers who removed 21 bags of litter from Stobhill.  
          Our KBT Ambassador had also cleared 4 bags of litter around the railway station a week 
          prior to the blitz. In general, Coopies Lane and the woodland at High Stobhill in particular 
          were notably cleaner, although a new “hotspot” was identified at Coopies Lane at the back 
          of Bookers and ATS. This was tackled by 2 Morpeth litter volunteers, and the scale was 
          so bad that we are requesting a doggy bin close by on the A196 is converted to a dual 
          use blue bin. 

1.2.3  The improvement in the area had been helped appreciably by the addition of bins by 
Morpeth Town Council, and following our suggestions in 2018 the change of type of some 
bins and movement of others to worse litter spots.

New bins found were as follows:
·  By the fields at entrance to Stobhill Farm estate
·  Bin placed on the path that runs between Stobhill Farm and High Stobhill – this has greatly  
 reduced the scale of full doggy bags thrown into the hedges. New bin placed near the food  
 shop in Stobhill estate.
 
· The scale of litter along the A192 from Sainsbury to the roundabout is high, a blue bin will facilitate capturing this detritus.
· New estates on the Hepscott boundary will increase the number of people, especially schoolchildren walking along this route. The doggy bin is no longer a suitable receptable to capture the various types of litter.


[bookmark: _Toc27572140]2019 LITTER BLITZES 2B &3:  24TH MARCH,14TH APRIL, WHORRAL BANK, B1337, REAR BOOKERS/ATS ON COOPIES WAY

1.3.1   Almost inevitably given the number of food and drink outlets, the town centre remains an 
           ongoing problem—hence the need for several and frequent litter picks, which we carried 
           out throughout summer 2019. The situation in the town centre is exacerbated by the fact 
           that most of the yards(alleys) are privately owned and therefore outside the responsibility of 
           the Town Council for cleansing. The MLG feels strongly that yard owners and adjacent 
           outlets should take more responsibility for cleaning yards, and that a litter free environment 
           is surely a positive selling point in attracting customers.

1.3.2   A total of 66 bags of litter was collected on March 24th in the two hours in the above 
           locations by 20 volunteers-- most of which was from the town centre. Regrettably, because 
           of the scale of litter - we found we decided to repeat the event at the same locations in 
           April.

1.3.3   On April 14th, a further 50.5 bags were collected by 26 volunteers, with a further 2.5 bags 
collected by our KBT Ambassador the next day on Whorral Bank. 
          
1.3.4   In total the Morpeth Litter Group picked up 144 bags the DAILY MAIL PLASTIC CLEANUP 
event which ran for 1 month.

1.3.5.  In addition, after MLG lobbying a bin has been added at the corner of St James Church car 
           park and Wellway which is a major meeting point for school students
.
1.3.6   Concern remains about the amount of rubbish which blows from Morrison’s car park and 
           delivery yard a significant proportion of which ends up in the Cotting Burn and then the 
           River Wansbeck. Permission to purchase the netting has been received from Morrison’s 
           HQ (Sept 2019) – but no date proffered by the Morpeth branch managers regards for its 
           installation. 

 1.3.7  We will again be presenting a copy of this report to the Chamber of Trade, and hope that 
           its members will take additional steps to minimise litter emanating from their premises. An 
           example of a tangible initiative might be to request that the Town Council permits   
           commercial advertising on bins, which would in turn help to fund additional bins and would 
promote businesses

[bookmark: _Toc27572141]2019 LITTER BLITZ 4A 19th MAY:  MORPETH TOWN CENTRE AND WHORRAL BANK AND HEDGE ALONG B1337 

 1.4.1   With a large contingent of Morpeth Scouts and parents supporting this blitz, decision was 
 made to run 2 Litter Blitzes in parallel. One was located in Morpeth Town centre and the 
 other in Kirkhill. The scale of detritus along the hedges of the B1337 necessitated a 3rd   
 team to go up to the area – this time completing the clean-up of the area using 6’ and 8’  
 long litter pickers. It was pleasing to observe that the new SULO bin was being used by  
 people when stopping at the layby, in October 2019 we can confirm the scale of litter in this  
 area is greatly reduced.

1.4.2   On May 19th, 50 bags were collected by 13 Morpeth Litter Group volunteers and 26 Scouts 
/ adults, concentrating their efforts around Morrisons store and Middle Green areas.
The scale of litter along Stanley Terrace was so bad that the volunteer who did this contacted Morpeth Town Council himself to request a bin on the Lidl side of the terrace.
           
1.4.3   On 20th May, a further Scout Group hit the railway station and Coopies Lane road, in 1 
hour 1 Morpeth Litter Group volunteer and 22 scouts / adults picked up 12 bags of rubbish.

1.4.4   On 13th May, another Morpeth Scout group hit the area around the leisure centre and car 
parks, no. of bags collected and no. of people involved not known.

1.4.5   The involvement of so many young people is very pleasing to observe, their enthusiasm to 
 make a different is infectious and gives us hope that the next generation will have a greater  
 awareness of the harm that pollution can cause.         
         
1.4.6   Cigarette butts may be small but they are the UK’s No.1 pollutant, and pass into drains 
           and then watercourses ending up in the sea for food for the fish that we eat. It is known that 
           the cigarette butts are highly toxic and take decades to break down. We are pleased to say 
           that as a result of MLG lobbying the Town Council has altered the bins in the Market Place 
           to facilitate cigarette disposal. This has radically reduced the cigarette butt litter there. As 
           a result of this success the altered bin design is now being expanded to other cigarette butt 
           hotspots in the town centre. 
           Thanks to Government Environment funding offered at the end of the financial year 
           2018/19 many bins were converted – it has observed that approx. 20 bins have been 
           converted and they are making a major improvement in the scale of butts in Morpeth Town 
           centre – estimated a 90% capture of butts. The extended trial has been successful but 
           improvements are needed in 2020.


[bookmark: _Toc529957718]            2019 LITTER BLITZ 4B:  19TH MAY: KIRKHILL, LOANSDEAN, ST MARY’S FIELD AND CHURCH

1.5.1   The above event continued to attract considerable community support with over 30 
            volunteers people collecting 74 bags of litter. 

1.5.2   Main problem areas were found to be the layby on the Whalton Road which also attracts fly 
           tipping, the land to the rear of County Hall, the public footpath immediately south of St 
           Mary’s churchyard, where it is felt that a dog bin is needed and the lane at the rear of St 
           Mary’s Field. 
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1.5.3   As with previous blitzes, our thoughts relating to bin type in this area are discussed in 
           Section 2 of this report.

1.5.4   In 2018 a request was made by the MLG Coordinator to the NCC Environment Team to 
           complete a periodic road sweep clean-up of the St Mary’s Field area. This has started and 
           the marked improvement can be seen with residents also keeping their gardens litter free.

1.5.5   An area has been identified where regular Fly tipping takes place along the rear 
           path of St Marys Field. A Fly tipping request was raised after the Blitz, which was cleared 
           with 6 days but again items are being dumped in the same location.

1.5.6   At this stage, one other finding had emerged in respect of open space maintenance. We 
           are unclear whether the party responsible for grass cutting instructs its staff to pick 
           up litter on open spaces, unless it is of a type or scale that would damage equipment. The 
           result is that the litter, including cans and broken glass, is broken into smaller pieces which 
           is often less visible and more hazardous to those using the space, and their pets. This 
           includes sports pitches (e.g. Morpeth Common, “Wembley” at Stobhill, and KEVI), where 
           people are more vulnerable because of the nature of the sports. Therefore, unless the 
           open space is monitored and cleared of for litter by the grass cutter there is a health and 
           safety hazard. Evidence is held by MLG of the resulting shards of plastic and cans that 
           results.
      
1.5.7   The scale of litter behind the Hillside Convenience Store / Wynn Electricals in Kirkhill is  
severe. An improvement plan is required here to endeavour to improve the situation.
    
[bookmark: _Hlk526853677]2019 LITTER BLITZ 5:  30th JUNE: KING EDWARD VI SCHOOL 

1.6.1   In many respects we once again considered this event to be one of the most significant in 
           our programme. We were able to complete an extensive clean-up of the grounds during the 
school’s 2018 summer holiday break. On the return to school in September 2018 the 
school increased its attention to litter with rotas and placement of many more Bins around   
the school grounds.
Walking around the school grounds many months later, you could see the difference being  
made with scale of litter dramatically reduced. Keep Britain Tidy believe that education is a starting point, and therefore, it would be appropriate to target the emerging young generation. With the current extensive international and national publicity about plastic waste we feel that it is an extremely opportune time for KEVI to seize the moment and if time and resources permit, to increase the emphasis upon litter education.


1.6.2   The Litter Blitz was only supported by Mark Simpson Deputy Head. To avoid repetition, it 
            has been agreed with Mark that next year’s Litter Blitz will be run by the school, equipment 
            will be organised by KBT Ambassador in partnership with NEAT team – with a date set for 
            a 1-hour planning session on 19th June 2020 3:45pm - 4:45pm. The school teachers will 
            be insisting that Kevi students support this event and blitz the school grounds.

1.6.3   The 2019 event attracted 16 people who removed 27 bags of litter from the grounds. We 
            found the premises including the extensive curtilage to be far tidier than in 2018, and as a 
            comparison, although we attracted 38 participants then we picked up 47 bags of 
            rubbish. 

1.6.4   KEVI school are taking part in a carbon capture project with Newcastle University.    
As part of this they have shared information with all students and asked for their input into making the grounds more environmentally friendly. They have also shared how to plant in a way that actively captures carbon into the ground and converts it into calcium carbonate.
Students and staff have also represented at the Northumberland Climate Change    
Conference on the 18th October with local councillors.
Year 10 students have worked with Sheila Clark and representatives from the Morpeth in Bloom competition to tidy up around the Youth Centre.
Students have also supported Sheila working on various landscaping and planting projects around the site including the Science Garden and the William Turner Garden.
1.6.5   The school playing fields remain a concern in terms of the quantity of litter deposited there. 
Too often still you will find shards of cans / plastic on the fields caused by ground maintenance mowing being made before detritus removed from the pitch.

1.6.6   Outside the grounds we remain disappointed that the top of Cottingwood Lane where 
           students often gather at lunchtime remains festooned with litter. We understand 
            that a bin was placed there for a while, but unfortunately was used by dog walkers to 
            deposit excrement. We need Morpeth Town Council’s support to move a bin from 
 Cottingwood Vale to near the Rugby ground entrance to improve this situation.

	 It is hoped that when vehicles are prevented from parking along Cottingwood Lane this will 
            improve the litter situation.

1.6.7   A second area at the corner of Wellway adjacent to the church is a gathering point for 
students and results in daily litter pollution. We are pleased to note that the amount of litter here has been reduced as a result of a bin being added by MTC at the entrance to St James car park.
                                                                   
[bookmark: _Toc27572142]LITTER BLITZ 6 29thSEPTEMBER:STOBHILL-AM,TOWN CENTRE-PM   

1.7.1.   The final event of 2019 was again intended to be split into the two main problem litter 
  areas in the town, but heavy rain prevented the afternoon element in the town centre from 
  taking place. In the morning 8 people cleared 10 bags of litter from the town centre.
1.7.2   We are very pleased to report that the town centre is looking considerably tidier now than it 
           was in early 2019 when we commenced our activities. We are delighted that the Councils 
           have assisted this to a great extent by providing improved design cigarette bins in the 
           Marketplace and are expanding this elsewhere. From our experience these bins are 
           working very well.
1.7.3   We remain concerned that the yards (alleys) continue to be heavily polluted with litter-
           mainly food and drink waste i.e. cans, packets, wrappers etc, and feel that local 
businesses could do far more to assist this. We understand that most of the yards are in 
private ownership and therefore MTC do not have powers or responsibility for cleaning 
them? Therefore, we hope that the Chamber of Trade can encourage local businesses to 
           take more responsibility, which, we would suggest is entirely in their own interests.
1.7.4   We also repeat our suggestion that bins could be sponsored by local companies, although 
           we understand that there is some opposition to this idea because of the desire of the 
           Councils to prioritise advice and warning notices on bins.            
                                             

[bookmark: _Toc27572143]SECTION 2:  OTHER ACTIVITIES IN 2019

2.1   In Spring 2019, with the help of NCC Officer Nicola Wardle, we were able to help at least 
        3 separate Morpeth Rambler teams to use foldable litter pickers. The Ramblers are  
        picking up litter in areas far outside Morpeth Town Centre and arrangements have been 
        agreed with Stephen Wardle NCC NEAT Manager to pick up any bags collected. This is a 
        major step forward and will over time make Northumberland beauty-spots free of litter. Our 
        sincere thanks to all Ramblers taking on this activity.

2.2   On 21st July, 14 students taking part in the National Citizenship Service scheme stepped 
        forward to blitz Stobhill estate and Morpeth town centre, spending over 5 hours cleaning up  
        the streets. The team were able to collect 24 bags on the day. MLG express our thanks for 
        such a fantastic effort.

2.3   On 24th July a number of members of the NCS team took up the challenge offered by our 
        KBT Ambassador to design a Morpeth Litter Group logo. A donation of £30 was offered to 
        the winner as part of their charity collection. The winner was Cinnamon Clarke, a design 
        student from KEVI school – the new logo shown on the front page, is now used on all our 
        literature. The quality of the logo has shown what talented students we have at KEVI – it is 
        hoped that a partnership is created with KEVI’s Design students in the following initiatives:
· Business Logo – keeping Morpeth tidy.
· Car stickers – Residents keeping Morpeth tidy.
· Adopt a street logo – max 3 colours needed to keep printing costs down.

2.4   A meeting took place in September with Rotary of Morpeth group at which our KBT 
        Ambassador gave a presentation about the workings of the Morpeth Litter Group and its  
        strategy for 2020. Further discussions are taking place to look at how Rotary can help in the 
        battle to Keep Morpeth Tidy. Ideas proposed includes:
· As suggested by Frances Povey (NCC) – Morpeth Rotary to look at the WILD FLOWER project initiated this year by Amble Rotary – this has enormous merits and could be implemented in the main routes into Morpeth.
· Rotary members Adopting a Street or area.
· Facilitating business contacts to support to keeping Morpeth free of litter.

2.5   Our KBT Ambassador has worked in partnership with Morpeth Lions to facilitate the 
        creation of an Ashington Litter Group. Meeting took place with 8 individuals in an Ashington 
        community centre, from these individuals have adopted a street. Contacts have also been 
        made with the new Ashington KBT Ambassador to help her create an Ashington litter group. 

2.6   NCC Environment officer Nicola Wardle arranged the inaugural meeting of Litter 
        Champions across Northumberland. This was an excellent meeting where Northumberland’s 
        Environment champions were able to talk about their initiatives and ideas. It helped us to  
        formulate a 2020 Action Plan to keep Morpeth tidy.
2.7   Picnic in the Park: This Summer volunteers from the Morpeth Litter Group provided the     
        Litter Picking resources at GMDT’s Picnic in the park. 
        Key observations on the day:          
· Volume of litter was very small – people were endeavouring to use the bins provided or looking for the MLG volunteers to put their rubbish in their bags.
· Volunteers were profusely thanked for their efforts in keeping Morpeth tidy.
· Assistance provided by the Cadets who also helped to keep the park clear of litter.
2.8   Morpeth Food and Drink Festival - 5th + 6th Oct: Volunteers from the Morpeth Litter
        group provided the litter picking resources for the full 2-day slots.
[bookmark: _Hlk25263171]        Key observations:
· Volume of litter was very small – people were endeavouring to use the bins provided or looking for the MLG volunteers to put their rubbish in the bags.
· The provision of large SULO bins greatly helped in keeping the streets clear of rubbish.
· The small volume of litter enabled MLG volunteers to widen out their litter picking activity – covering most of the town centre in the 2 days.
· Morpeth residents used the opportunity to call out areas they would like cleaned up, Curley Kew was one – this was cleared with 1 full black bag and picking up of a bus brake disk. (very heavy).
· Sandersons Arcade team had available brush pan set – this enabled us to clear up large scale broken glass in 2 alley ways near British Heart Foundation shop.

2.9   Morpeth Town Square:
        It was discussed in last year’s GMDT/NCC/MTC December meeting that Morpeth Town 
        Council were looking to purchase a street hoover. From the appearance of the square in 
        last 2019 the scale of Butts embedded into the tree gratings on the square are substantially 
        reduced. Our thanks to the Morpeth Town Council team for cleaning the square – it has 
        made a big difference.

2.10  KEVI school 2019 Litter Improvement plan
         Walking around KEVI school ground it is observed that the area has substantially less litter    
         around. The importance of looking after the environment/litter is discussed at assemblies 
         and tutor time. Duty staff also tackle litter at breaks and lunchtimes. This team effort is    
         making a difference.
Summarising:
· Communication with students via assemblies and tutor activities.
· Communication with duty staff to be proactive with littering.
· More bins better placed around the site.
· There is seen a much better attitude towards litter at break and lunch.
· School Council whole school consultation on the environment.
· Groundsman are actively emptying the bins regularly ensuring they can be used.
        
         It was agreed at this summer’s Litter Blitz that a separate “whole school litter pick” is planned    
         for June 2020 working with Morpeth’s Keep Britain Tidy Ambassador. This will reemphasize 
         the importance of not throwing litter on the ground.
    The efforts of KEVI school is being seen across the town with less litter shown during school 
     terms and the routes used by the students walking to school. 

2.11  KEVI CARBON CAPTURE project – in partnership with Newcastle University
         In 2019 students have been planting shrubs etc around the red building / community 
         centre in the lower grounds. This project’s objective was to encourage students to identify 
         ways to make the grounds more environmentally friendly. What has been seen as a bi-
         product, is a dramatic reduction in the litter around the building. This can also be seen in the 
         small gardens around the 6th Form centre. It will be interesting to see the other landscaping 
         and planting projects around the school ground and the reduction in litter.
         KEVI school students and teachers should be extremely pleased with what they have 
         achieved in 2019.

[bookmark: _Toc27572144]SECTION 3:  PLANS FOR 2020

[bookmark: _Toc27572145]3.1 Importance of Local Councils’ Support 
           If improvements are made as requested in this report, the necessity for regular Litter 
           Blitzes will be reduced. This would facilitate the Morpeth Litter Group moving towards an 
           ADOPT a STREET strategy in 2020. To facilitate this, funding will need to be obtained to 
           create posters, and production of Morpeth Adopt a Street carrier size bags.
           Working in partnership has been a key enabler to achieve what we have in the last 2 years. 
           Consideration should be made to look creating a working group to look at the following:
· Fly tipping
· Bin usage
· Large bin utilisation (it has been pleasing to see SULO bins being trialled to capture general and recycle items – these bins are definitely being used by the public.
·  Reuse of bins – e.g. the 3 bins currently located around the old Goosehill school – are these all now needed?
· Yard management – how can we obtain buy-in to owners/residents in the Morpeth yards to keep them clear of rubbish?

           Chewing gum deposits on Morpeth pavements are ugly and make the town unkempt. In 
           2020 we are considering pulling together a small team to look at options to get the chewing 
           gum removed without incurring major costs. For example: Purchase of specific scrapers 
           that can be used while standing – similar to a hoe, targeting given section of streets 
           planned for each Litter Blitz so over a given time the streets start to be less blighted by 
           chewing gum. Investigation into purchasing new chewing gum receptables that can be used 
           to recycle it for re-use to be made into soles of shoes etc.

[bookmark: _Toc27572146][bookmark: _Hlk25263935]3.2 Morpeth Business’ support 
Keeping Morpeth Town tidy of litter must not depend on the Morpeth Litter Group and the new / replaced litter bins proposed in this report. Keeping Morpeth free of litter attracts visitors, footfall to shops, and is a small cog in the Britain in Bloom and Northumbria in Bloom nominations. 
In 2020 we need to obtain buy-in from takeaways, pubs, restaurants etc. to help keep Morpeth Tidy. The Joiners Arms have led the way in 2019 with their commitment to clean-up of their patrons cigarette butts outside their side entrance and putting up an elegant new cigarette butt receptable – this has greatly helped the area outside the business to reduce the litter.   
           Litter free businesses can expect to see an increase in footfall with people feeling welcome 
           to their premises. Regrettably, very few businesses put cigarette butt receptables at the    
           rear of their stores. Walking around the rear of Bridge Street. you will find shopworkers 
           using cups at the rear of their store, but frequency of emptying them seems to be 
           insufficient. Costa have tried to capture the 100’s of Butts deposited at the rear of their 
           store, but a new receptable was stolen and since they were not allowed to drill anything into 
           the wall they have instead used a plastic container – not ideal – but it is working well.
In 2020 we will need business support as follows:
· Pubs and restaurants to provide cigarette receptables in suitable places where their patrons go for a smoke, this may be required in more than 1 place if for example patrons smoke in front and the rear of the premises.
· Businesses used to sweep the front of their stores – how can we encourage shops to recommence this 5-minute activity at the start of their business day. A new poster – showing we clean our front would show the people of Morpeth they care about their community and could be a way of improving footfall.
· Can takeaways and shops that sell confectionery / drinks put out bins in front of their premises – taking responsibility for emptying them each day – would this require some latitude from NCC refuse charges? Boulevards have a bin inside their store but the scale of litter in the outside yard is deplorable.
· Keep Britain Tidy’s #BINTHEBUTT campaign has made available posters, beer mats which we can use. It would be great if this could be completed in March 2020 in preparation for the Morpeth Gathering in April 2020. Pre-campaign activity would include:
· NCC / MTC to reposition / place new bins in locations around the town
· MTC to convert high priority bins with new cigarette trays
· Our KBT ambassador to visit all pubs / restaurants / take-aways to come on board and place new cigarette receptables in readiness for the campaign.
· Articles written describing the campaign – aiming at Morpeth Herald, Facebook etc.

[bookmark: _Toc27572147]3.2 Morpeth Litter Group’s Adopt a Street / Location 
In an attempt to move away from monthly Litter Blitzes, articles posted to all media asking for people to come forward and adopt their street / location.
Targeting dog walkers especially – can we expand the areas of Morpeth to start to cover Morpeth streets and parks on a regular basis. If successful we can look at Morpeth Litter Blitz events moving to other towns in Northumberland to help them.
We would need the following support as follows:
· NCC team to provide quality litterpickers that are robust enough for daily use. Recommend purchase of 20 - 3ft Helping Hands Litter Pickers.
· NCC NEAT team to provide support to either pick up bins from individuals homes or bin locations around the town.
There is a risk that our blue bins will become full quicker – so it is recommended that the NEAT be kept informed of the regular bins litterpickers will use to enable the NEAT team to schedule more often bin emptying.


[bookmark: _Toc27572148]SECTION 4:  CONCLUSION AND 2020 MLG STRATEGY

4.1   The 6 events in 2019 resulted in 299 bags collected, 102 less than in 2018. In addition, in 
         smaller operations the KBT Ambassador and occasional helpers collected another 119 
         bags during the year. This included 79 bags in one day from the new northern bypass.  

4.2   Our 2019 strategy was to expand our work to include radial routes into Morpeth, stretching 
        as far as Clifton to the south and the layby opposite the Pegswood Moor Country Park to 
        the north east, and the new bypass to the north and north west.

4.3   From our own observations, and feedback we think that our work is having a significant 
        impact on the town centre in particular. We do query whether some additional enforcement 
        could be undertaken by the County Council, and have no information regarding any 
        successful fines etc? We also wonder if warning notices re litter could be increased on 
        approach roads to the town and particularly the bypass—a feature particularly on motorways 
        elsewhere in the UK.  

4.4   We are fully aware of the resource limitations of both the Town and County Councils and 
        KEVI High School and appreciate the contribution they have made in helping us this year. 
        We are pleased that KEVI have immediately reacted positively to many of our suggestions, 
          and that a few changes have been made by the Town and County Councils. 

4.4   Nevertheless, as a result of our findings we appeal to the Councils to give further 
        consideration to our recommendations and to commit/divert resources if at all possible, to 
        some more of our requests/recommendations. 

4.5   We also appeal to the Chamber of Trade to build upon our initiative, by asking its members 
        to take responsibility for helping to keep the town clean. We are fully aware that the 
        Councils have a duty to fulfil this aim, but the scale of littering today is such that reducing it 
        at source can only help. Therefore, we suggest as an idea that a litter warning poster in all 
        shops which sell packaged goods or takeaway food could assist this? Litter control is 
        expensive and it is in all parties’ interest to keep Morpeth clean. While the main streets are 
        cleaned regularly it is the yards (alleys) which we have found to be a particular problem, and 
        which are all extensively used by the public including the many visitors to the town.      
    
4.6   We do not expect all suggestions to be taken up either for resource or practical 
        reasons, but hope that our actions and report have given food for thought.
        At the least we emphasise that more attention should be given to the major hotspots 
        identified, the town centre yards, and KEVI. The need to do far more to reduce 
        cigarette butt pollution is also very obvious to us.

4.7   We also realise that littering is a symptom of today’s selfish throwaway society culture. So 
        we hope that our 2019 project has again played a small part in further enhancing the 
        reputation of Morpeth as an increasingly clean attractive place in which to live and work, and 
        to visit. It has been observed that people are moving to Morpeth due to the fact Morpeth is a  
        litter free town and residents are often thanking Morpeth Litter Group volunteers in their 
        litter picking activity.

4.8   Our intention in 2020 is to have fewer larger events. The first event of 2020 is likely to be in 
        February/ March after fallen leaves have reduced, and foliage is immature, which tends to 
        reveal hidden litter. 

4.9   Funding will be required for our 2020 activities to enable us to produce posters, car stickers 
        etc. If Adopt a Street is successful, MLG will also need to purchase more litter pickers to hand 
        out to volunteers. We will ask Morpeth Town Council and NCC if they can help 
        with donations, but it is recognised that Morpeth Town Council may struggle due to the fact 
        that the Morpeth Litter Group is not a registered charity, but it is a non-profit making 
        organisation.

[bookmark: _Hlk25250544]R8  That NEAT team take ownership of the area at the top of the burn behind Carlisle Park. 
       UPDATE: NEAT team are maintaining this area – requiring less volunteer action to keep this 
       clear of detritus.

R16 2018 request #R10: That all students are required to undertake litter picking within the 
        school grounds at some point during their education. 
        REASONS:
· To embed a litter free culture among students.
· To assist in creating a litter free environment within the school.
         UPDATE: Other arrangements have been made – see KEVI actions later.

R19  2018 Recommendation R5: Resolve the rubbish that has accumulated into the 
        Churchburn valley.
        UPDATE: Excellent work has been done by NCC NEAT team to remove all litter that has fallen 
        into the Churchburn gully, people are still throwing their rubbish over the small wall but our litter 
        group will endeavour to keep this clear. 

RB1  That a SULO size waste bin is positioned in the B1337 layby opposite Pegswood Moor 
         Country Park. 
 REASONS:
· To reduce pollution which will be causing harm to wildlife.
· To encourage individuals to place their items into the Sulo bin located in the layby.

         UPDATE: Pegswood Town Council fitted a new SULO bin in March 2019 – much less litter in 
         the area.

RB5   2018 request #RB3: That an additional general waste bin is placed at the southern end 
         of High Stobhill adjacent to the public open space.
         REASONS:
· To reduce litter pollution which is harmful to wildlife and domestic pets.
· In the interests of amenity of the area.
         UPDATE: In Spring 2019 Morpeth Town Council team have fitted a new bin in this area.

RB6  2018 request #RB4: That the Low Stobhill bin, currently located on a lamppost on the 
         ramp leading to/from Low Stobhill to the A192 is moved to a lamppost on the A192 so 
         it helps pedestrians walking up the A192 to dispose of their rubbish.  
         REASONS:
· To reduce litter pollution which is harmful to wildlife and pets.
· To reduce litter pollution by the Low Stobhill access ramp in the interests of amenity.
  UPDATE: Morpeth Town Council team have repositioned the bin (Jan 2019) on a lamppost  
  just before the ramp up to Low Stobhill. This has definitely improved the location over the wall 
  and along the banking up the A192. 

RB8 2018 request #RB2: A new bin is provided by the café located at the start of the mineral 
       railway path and entry into Coopies Lane.
       UPDATE: Our KBT Ambassador has been able to obtain authority from café owner that people 
        can use their bin for general rubbish. However, this will only be available working weekdays. 


RB11 2018 request #RB8: A doggy bin is placed on south side of Allery Banks green area. 
          REASON:
· As above – scale of dog bags thrown and popularity of the area for dog walking.
          UPDATE: It is pleasing to see new signs in many places on the fences around the green area 
          of Allery Banks – where it is asking dog walkers to take their bags home. No bags were found 
          during the pre-blitz survey completed the week before the litter blitz. 
          This litter bin request is marked closed.

RB12  2018 request #RB9: That a bin is placed along the path leading from High Stobhill 
           across Whinham Way to Stobhill Farm.
          REASON:
· Scale of doggy bags thrown into the bushes and popularity of the area for dog walking.
          UPDATE: In Spring 2019 Morpeth Town Council team have fitted a new bin in this area. This 
          is successfully capturing all bags and no bags found in the bushes in our March blitz.

RB14 That a new bin is placed immediately outside grocers in Stobhill. 
          REASON:
· The try and reduce the scale of litter in Stobhill Estate.
          UPDATE: In Spring 2019 Morpeth Town Council team have fitted a new bin in this area.

RB16  2018 Request #RB11: That consideration is given to adding a bin to the north east 
           footway on Bridge Street, (it has been mentioned that this would obstruct the path), 
           but it can be placed on the west side of the Black Bull bay window protrusion 
           without obstructing the path. 
           REASONS:
· To improve litter control on this busy thoroughfare.
· To help reduce the scale of detritus in the immediate yards.
UPDATE: Morpeth Town Council team have repositioned the bin by corner of Telford bridge and Chantry to the opposite side of Bridge street in front of Beau Monde. This has definitely improved the location.

RB17 2018 request #RB12: That at least 1 further bin is required in St James car park.
          REASON:
· To improve litter control on this busy car park and thoroughfare.
           UPDATE: Morpeth Town Council team have repositioned a bin from the town square to this 
           location. It is successfully capturing more litter from school children along their school route. 
           It does not however address the problem in St James car park – this needs a separate 
           improvement project to address this car park.

RB22 2018 request #RB19: That a general waste SULO bin is added to the layby on Whalton 
          Road.
          REASONS:
· To control litter pollution which is harmful to wildlife.
· In the interests of visual enjoyment of the countryside. 
UPDATE: After the NEAT team meeting on Friday 8th November, it was agreed to trial a SULO bin in this location until end of year 2019. Monitoring late November, the bin is being used and very litter  now around the layby. Can the trial be extended to end of April 2020.



[bookmark: _Toc27572153]A1.3  Recommendations for 2019/20 

R1   That the responsible public authorities monitor and clean the B1337 layby opposite 
        Pegswood Moor Country Park. 
REASONS:
· To reduce pollution which will be causing harm to wildlife
· To reduce visual intrusion in a well-used highly attractive public (including tourists) route into and from the town centre and nearby villages, and as the gateway to Pegswood Moor Country Park.
· To discourage the public from viewing the area as an acceptable place to leave rubbish. 

R2    It is hoped Morrisons Plc will accept we need to look how to make it easier keep the  
         hedges behind their Hours of Opening sign and aligning Tommy’s Field allotments, 
         clear of litter. 
         REASONS:
· The bushes are low lying and very jagged and dangerous to extract litter from. 
· The scale of litter is so bad in the far corner that it can’t be reached by our longest litter pickers – 8’ length. 
· Numerous requests to Morrison’s management have been made in 2019 asking that the hedges be trimmed to give easy access to Morpeth Litter Group volunteers, unfortunately the business has not taken any action on this. 
· Would a bin placed here help to improve to reduce the scale of litter in this area?
· Additional bins in Morrison’s car park would also help.

R3    That the responsible public authority continues to monitor Coopies Lane former mineral  
        railway public footpath and clears litter and fly tipped material on a regular basis, which 
        is suggested as 3-6 monthly. Additionally, litter prosecution warning notices could also
        be displayed.
        REASONS:
· To reduce litter pollution which is harmful to wildlife and domestic pets (dogs being exercised).
· To properly control litter in the interests of public enjoyment and safety on a designated public footpath.

R4  That Network Rail or any organisation subsequently responsible for the railway station, 
       and the responsible public body for public areas outside their control in the vicinity of 
       the station, regularly monitor and clear litter, which is suggested as weekly. To consider 
       replacing thorny hedges with soft landscaping since they attract litter.
       REASON:  
· To control litter pollution in an important gateway into and out of Morpeth. 

R5  That the responsible body monitors and clears the Allery Banks open space and Church 
      Burn gully on a regular basis (Perhaps 3 monthly?).
       REASON:
· To control litter pollution which is harmful to wildlife and domestic pets (dogs being exercised) and may cause drainage blockages in the burn.  
        UPDATE: Our sincere thanks to the NCC NEAT team – Churchburn now clear of rubbish.

 R6  That the responsible authority monitors and clears yards in the town centre and 
       adjacent streets on a regular basis, and that this includes cigarette butts.
       REASON:
· To control litter pollution in all public areas of the town centre in the interests of residents, businesses and tourism.

R7  2018 request #R1: That representation is made to Morrisons management to ask that 
       they put up fine mesh webbing to stop the detritus blowing from its loading bay onto 
       the river frontage and into the river, and that bins are placed in its car park which 
       results in litter blowing around and often ending up in the Burn.
       REASON:
· To control litter in the riverside area in the interests of amenity, and reducing river and sea pollution. 

R9   That the Chamber of Trade asks its members to assist with litter control by displaying 
        a Litter Free Morpeth poster (A possible school project in 2020)
       REASON: 
· To assist in controlling litter at source.

R10  That a review is made of the types of bushes planted around Morpeth, many are quite 
        ugly in appearance and in many cases difficult to keep clear of litter. Consideration   
        should be made to look at a plan over the next few years to work with Carlisle Park 
        Horticulturist to look at replacing plants in the following areas: placing plants in the 
        following areas:	
a. Stanley Terrace.
b. Rear car parks of Bridge street – south – behind Rutherfords etc.
c. Hedges along the front of St Georges car park.
d. Hedges around the leisure centre.
         REASONS: 
· To assist in controlling litter at source.
· Making Morpeth more attractive to visitors which will also change the mentality of throwing litter to the ground.
         OTHER CONSIDERATION:
· Impact upon birds and wildlife to be factored in – we would not want to remove bushes that are used as their habitat.

R11  The extended trial of the new cigarette trays in the top of the bins has been a 
         success – it is hoped this can be extended in 2020 to look at altering more bins.
         The rapidity of emptying the cigarette trays needs to be reviewed, it has been  
         observed in October and November 2019 that trays are in some places becoming full, 
         sometimes so full that no more butts can be placed in them. Can NEAT look at their 
         emptying instructions so we can ensure trays are emptied when the lower bin is. 
         Can the silver trays be cleaned after emptying to encourage usage? It is appreciated 
         that this is a rather unpleasant task, but it is so important to keep Morpeth tidy.
        REASON:
· To control litter pollution which is harmful to wildlife and detracts from public amenity.

R12  That the responsible authority monitors and clears the layby adjacent to the golf 
         course on the Whalton road on a regular basis (perhaps monthly).
        REASON:
· To control litter pollution which is harmful to wildlife and detracts from public amenity.
        UPDATE: NCC NEAT team have fitted a SULO bin as a trial to end December 2019 – it would 
        be appreciated if NCC could extend this trial to 30th April 2020 to give a longer period to 
        measure its success.

R13  That consideration be made to replace the existing bushes along Stanley Terrace with 
        vegetation that would be easier to maintain and keep clear of detritus. 
        REASON:
· To control litter pollution which is harmful to wildlife and detracts from public amenity.

R14  With the extended Lidl car park the scale of litter that is blown around the car park is 
        high at times. Can representation be made to Lidl store to ask that their employees  
        take responsibility to keep the car park clear of rubbish.
        REASONS:
· To control litter pollution which is harmful to wildlife and detracts from public amenity.
· To make the car park attractive to visitors and improve footfall into the store.

R15  A new improvement project is required for around Hillside Convenience Stores. This 
        includes swapping a doggy bin at the rear to a dual use blue bin, landscaping the 
        rough area behind the garages to lawn to ease maintenance.
        REASONS:
· This is a severe Hotspot where litter is being thrown everywhere. The lack of a bin behind here could be alleviated easily by replacing a doggy bin with a blue bin.
· This is a popular fly tipping area which could be improved by making the area more pleasant.     

R17 2018 request #R11: That the party responsible for maintaining the school playing field 
       is tasked with picking up potentially dangerous litter such as bottles and cans.
        REASON:
· To minimise the possibility of injury to students when items remain in situ, mowed, creating sharp, jagged edges.

R18  There are always Financial and Manpower resource constraints in emptying the no. of 
        bins in Morpeth. Can MLG actively look at options where businesses will “sponsor a 
        bin”? There could be many more businesses prepared to sponsor a bin. See 
        Sandersons Arcade offer RB30. Could this be extended to include shopkeepers such 
        as newsagents putting out their own bin and emptying it themselves at the end of the 
        day.
        REASONS:
· If above trial is successful could the rollout of the amended bins be completed without impacting too much MTC and NCC budgets/manpower?
· Businesses could display a “Keeping Morpeth Tidy” sticker on their window to show their commitment.

R20  The car park at Craik Park is severely hit by heavy industrial scale fly tipping, 
         facing the westerly woods. This gives an awful first impression of our lovely town of 
        Morpeth to away football fans visiting Morpeth. 
        REASON:
· The lack of any locked gates and visible cameras to detect illegal activity needs to be considered. 


[bookmark: _Toc27572154]A1.4  Bin Recommendations for 2019/20 

RB2  There is a need for at least 1 new bin on Northgate roundabout to help dog walkers 
         etc. in that area.  Other areas in this estate and the bypass (regular dog walker route) 
         should be considered.
         REASON:
· The nearest bin for dog walkers is at the entrance to Lancaster Park – almost ½ a mile away. 

RB3  That a doggy bin is added along the Coopies Lane Mineral path, it is recommended 
         placed where the path comes out onto Coopies Field.            
        REASON: 
· To reduce litter pollution which is harmful to wildlife and domestic pets. 
· In the interests of amenity of the area (including the nearby public footpath).
· This is a popular dog walker’s route and no bins are available along the whole of the Mineral path.

RB4  That a request is made to Stanners (Coopies Lane) business to provide and maintain a 
         bin near their car hoover facility. The scale of detritus is alarming where car owners 
         hoover their car and just discard their takeaway cartons etc. onto the grass.             
         REASONS: 
· To reduce litter pollution which is harmful to wildlife and domestic pets. 
· To try and encourage car owners to be responsible and put their rubbish in the near placed bin.  

RB7  2018 request #RB5: That either the bin currently beside a seat on the southern corner 
        of Coopies Lane Junction with the A192 or the bin immediately next to the bus stop
        just 25 yards further up the A192, is placed on the northern corner of the Coopies Lane 
        junction. 
        REASONS:
· To reduce litter pollution particularly in the soft landscaping in the vicinity of the station and to improve visual amenity in the vicinity of this gateway into Morpeth, to complement imminent major regeneration of the station.
· to try to reduce the litter generated not only by people walking to and from Stobhill, but also from those exiting the station and Coopies Lane and proceeding to the north.

RB9  2018 request #RB6: That the existing bin located on the path going up to the north 
         bound platform/ rear tunnel entrance is moved to the top of the path.
         REASONS:
· To reduce litter pollution particularly in the soft landscaping and to improve visual amenity in the vicinity of this important gateway into Morpeth, to complement the major regeneration of to the station.
· The scale of cigarette butts is high – relocated bin will help with this problem.
· The relocated bin will also capture litter thrown in the hedge where people take short cut option to Bankside.

RB10  2018 request #RB7: That a bin is placed on the path as you approach the railway 
station from the semicircle drop-off point. (The scale of cigarette butts is immense where hundreds are being littered each week). It is made worse by the heavy bracken around the entrance. It is uncertain if this is the responsibility of Morpeth Town Council or Northern Rail / Network Rail.
           REASONS:
· To reduce, especially cigarette butt and other litter pollution in a highly visible area.
· To support the GMDT station upgrade which will hopefully include soft landscaping such that the overall appearance is a positive one to Morpeth visitors and in many cases is an important gateway to the beautiful county of Northumberland.   

RB13 That the new doggy bin, fitted by Hepscott council, placed on the corner of Stobhill 
Farm roundabout at the junction A192 and A196, is converted to a dual use blue bin. 
          REASONS:
· The scale of litter along the A192 from Sainsbury to the roundabout is high, a blue bin will facilitate capturing this detritus.
· New estates on the Hepscott boundary will increase the number of people, especially schoolchildren walking along this route. The doggy bin is no longer a suitable receptable to capture the various types of litter.

RB15 With many new estates being built in Morpeth and its boundaries, it is important that 
          owning councils review bin requirements. It is pleasing to see Hepscott Parish Council  
          have installed new bins on either side of the bus stops on A192 and a further doggy  
          bin on the corner of Stobhill Farm roundabout. 
          REASON:
· Review of bin locations will be required – this also applies to all new estates in Morpeth. 

RB18 It is proposed that the following improvement project is started in 2020 on St James 
         car park:
a. Label the commercial bins to show they can be used by the public.
b. Cut back the hedges between St James car park and St James’ Church to make it easier to clear litter from the area.
c. Weed kill dandelions growing in the hedge.
d. General deep clean using sweepers/hoovers to clean-up the car park.
          REASONS:
· To improve litter control in this busy car park.
· To improve the appearance of the car park to discourage littering.
· To make it safer for Morpeth Litter Group volunteers top extract litter from the hedge.

RB19 2018 request #RB14:  Initially it was requested that a bin is placed in Corporation Yard. 
          The scale of the problem is now much larger than this, the gulley and short yard 
          Between Superdrug and Virgin Bank gives any visitor to Morpeth an awful 1st 
          impression of the town.
          It is proposed that a small improvement project is commenced in 2020 to look at 
          improving this area:
a. Placement of new blue bin in this location.
b. Deep clean of cigarette butts and chewing gum from the ground.
c. Whitewash of walls of the small alley.
d. Mural or prints placed on the wall to improve appearance.
          REASONS:
· To improve litter control on this busy thoroughfare.
· To aesthetically improve this area to new visitors to Morpeth coming from the main car parks. An attractive town will encourage more footfall to the town.
· Corner of the yard is being used as a smokers area and scale of butts, chewing gum and other detritus is very severe in this area.
· The existing ground furniture is constantly being used to deposit cans, wrappings etc on the top of the cabinet.

RB20 There is a definite need for a bin on Whorral Bank path, a litter bin sits forlornly in 
Swinneys football field not being used. Could this be moved to a location by the kennels entrance, giving access to the vehicle used when endeavouring to empty the bin. 
           REASONS:
· The scale of litter in this area is very high and gives an impression of a town that is blighted by litter with it being one of the main entrances into Morpeth. 
· The pavement is a key walkway for revellers eating their food and deposing wrappings with detritus being deposited in the bushes there.

RB21 2018 request: That a bin is placed on Stanley Terrace near the entrance to Lidl store 
pedestrian’s entrance. 
          REASON:
· The scale of litter in this area is very high and gives an impression of a town that is blighted by litter with detritus being deposited in the bushes there.
UPDATE: Morpeth Town Council team have installed a small bin high on the lamppost by the car entrance to Lidl car park. This is being heavily used and is often seen full despite its height, moving this to a full blue bin in the Lidl pavement entrance will capture more detritus.
     
RB23 The cigarette tray modification of bins should continue with the following litter bins 
          upgraded in 2020:
a) Bin outside the main entrance of the Leisure Centre.
b) The bin immediately to the left of the Pegswood bound bus stop on Dark Lane.
c) Bin by Chantry Bridge – opposite Jacksons Barbers.
d) Bin on the left as you cross the south side of the Chantry bridge. 
e) New bin in Corporation yard.
f) Replaced old style blue bin in front of the closed Boots Chemist on Oldgate / Newgate Street junction.
          REASON:
· Wherever we can we need to convert the bins which are highly impacted by cigarette butts around the vicinity of the bin. The list above is a suggestion of locations – MTC officials may decide to nominate different bins to alter.

RB24 2018 request #RB16: That a doggy bin is added to the easternmost point of the public 
          footpath which runs adjacent to St Mary’s churchyard.
          REASON:
· In the interests of the amenity of the area (including the public footpath).         
   
RB25  The existing doggy bin at the rear of Hillside Convenience store and behind the 
burn replaced with a dual use blue bin.
           REASON:
· The high volume of cans / bottles gives us a chance they could be captured by a blue bin.



RB26 2018 request #RB1: That a trial is started to look at the benefits of placing a bin by 
the garages in Castle Close, the scale of litter is very high here.
          REASON:
· An area where people are constantly dumping litter – the scale is large, could a bin help here?        

RB27  In October 2019 –MLG reviewed the layby on the Whalton road – about 
700 yards to west of the Piramal Healthcare/Searle factory. The amount of rubbish here was alarming – consideration should also be made to put a SULO bin here.
           REASON:
· to improve the amenity of the area.

RB28  Morpeth Town Council to relocate the existing bin at the junction of Cottingwood 
Vale / Cottingwood Lane to a higher position near the entrance to KEVI rugby 
grounds. 
          REASONS:
· To control litter pollution which is harmful to wildlife and domestic pets.
· To ensure that litter from the school is effectively controlled.   
· To provide bin where dog walkers can place their full doggy bags – a very popular location for dog walkers.

RB29 That an additional bin is placed in the woods behind the 6th Form centre. 
          REASONS:
· To control litter pollution which is harmful to wildlife and domestic pets.
· To ensure that litter from the school is effectively controlled.  
· Heavily used area by KEVI students for eating their lunch / snacks. 

RB30 Staff from Sandersons Arcade have offered to support a bin in Lumsden Lane – area 
          blighted by cigarette ends and other detritus.
         REASONS:
· The staff recognise a tidy Morpeth increases footfall and visitors to our market town. This maintains jobs in the town and makes the experience of shopping in the town much more enjoyable with vibrant shops abound.
· The fact the team will adopt the bin means no increase in no. of bins to be emptied by the NEAT team.
· Addresses a Town Centre hotspot that at the moment is only kept clean by our KBT Ambassador hitting this every week day. On 20th Nov 142 butts picked here!
· Scale of litter here is very heavy – Sandersons Arcade team have offered to adopt this bin.

RB31  That an additional bin is placed at the lower west side of Newgate Street, or could 
           the “Old Style” bin at the corner of Oldgate / Newgate Street. be moved?
            REASON: 
· Scale of litter here can be very heavy – especially when winds are strong.

RB32  The existing bin located in front of Carlisle Park, opposite the Court House, is only 
capturing part of the pedestrians walking along the roadside path, not any litter thrown along the park hedges and bench. By moving the bin to just to the right of the steps and to the left of the bench it will enable both routes to be covered.
           REASON:
· Each weekend many cartons, drink cans etc are thrown in the Castle Woods further up the path towards Mafeking Roundabout. Placement of the bin could reduce the amount of litter being thrown to the ground and put into the bushes aligning the castle grounds.

RB33  Consideration should be made to relocate the blue bin placed on the A197 opposite 
           the new Co-op store. 
           REASON:
· The 2 stores located here place a bin out in front of their store. Is there a need for a 3rd bin in this location?

RB34  Consideration should be made to relocate the blue bin on Newgate Street, close to  
Groves Estate agents, to further down so it has the chance to capture people’s 
detritus when they are entering / leaving T&G Allan’s arcade.
           REASON:
· The bin’s usage could be doubled by being place strategically close to the T&G Allans alleyway. The alleyway is often hit by high volume of rubbish and has been mentioned in the Morpeth Herald in the past months.

RB35  Consideration should be made to relocate the blue immediately opposite the 
entrance to the leisure centre – opposite side of the road. 
           REASON:
· There are 3 bins on that side of the road – does this bin get used excessively?

RB36  The existing doggy bin at the Bridge street, immediately behind Rutherfords store is 
           replaced with a dual use blue bin.
           REASON:
· The high volume of cans / bottles in the car parks at the rear will have a better chance of being placed into a blue bin in this area.

LITTER PICKING HEALTH AND SAFETY 
VOLUNTEER CHECKSHEET
	1. ALWAYS WEAR SUITABLE CLOTHING

	It is recommended you wear gloves and older clothes. Protective footwear is advisable, especially on uneven/muddy ground. Any attempts to work near bushes or woodland etc should be done wearing protective goggles.

	2. USE LITTER PICKERS AT ALL TIMES 
UNLESS LITTER IS VISIBLE &CLEAN 
	It is recommended that you do not pick up litter by hand, LITTER PICKERS can be provided, free of charge. If using your hands, please ensure you are wearing protective gloves. 

	3. DO NOT PICK UP BROKEN GLASS,  
OR SHARPS SUCH AS NEEDLES
	For your HEALTH AND SAFETY, do not pick up these items since they can break through your bag and catch your body.

	4. USE LITTER BAGS AT ALL TIMES
	It is recommended you use carrier bag size bags for your general daily litter picking – these can be placed into the nearest general bin. 
Larger bin bags will be provided for any Litter Blitz.
If time allows, if you could reduce the amount of general waste by dividing into RECYCLING AND NON-RECYCLING items – this would be appreciated but it is not essential.

	5. ONLY PICK UP LITTER WHEN IT IS 
ACCESSIBLE.
	It is dangerous to eyes, skin and head when stretching into inaccessible areas. Please avoid doing this even when you are using a Litter Picker. Look out for vegetation hazards (bracken, hedges, nettles etc.) – do not work on any areas with steep slopes.

	6.  DO NOT PICK UP LITTER FROM 
ROADS
	This is both dangerous to yourself and drivers (who may be distracted by your proximity to the road).

	7. DO NOT PICK UP LITTER on VERGES NEXT TO FAST MOVING VEHICLES
	This type of activity should only be completed by NCC trained employees.  Please report any such detritus to NCC Web site
https://online.northumberland.gov.uk/citizenportal/form.aspx?form=587

	8. ONLY PICK UP LITTER IN PUBLIC  
 AREAS UNLESS OTHERWISE AUTHORISED
	To avoid any legal disputes only pick up litter from public areas. For example, do not stretch into private gardens.

	9. WORK IN PAIRS PARTICULARLY IN AREAS WHICH COULD BE HAZARDOUS or REMOTE/QUIET AREAS
	For example: if needing to walk into boggy areas, ensure someone is close by who can help in an emergency.  If you are in a remote or quiet area what would you do if an accident occurred?
Please evaluate the risk of an accident and what / who can help you.

	10. ALWAYS CARRY A MOBILE PHONE WITH
	For SECURITY AND HEALTH REASONS always carry a mobile phone with you so you can contact someone if an accident / incident necessitates help from someone. 

	11.DO NOT ENTER INTO ARGUMENT 
      WITH BYSTANDERS ABOUT LITTER   
      PICKING
	If possible, wear a Love Northumberland Volunteer badge, this explains to anyone that you’re a volunteer and not a council employee.


Please note: this activity is being done at your own risk – so please take care to protect your hands, head, face and eyes. Wear gloves, eye protectors and thick clothes to protect you.

Successes in 2019 – thanks to NCC team:
HOTSPOT 1:  Posturn Burn is definitely improved with litter on the opposite banking now clear. Area around the garages in this area still very poor.
HOTSPOT 2:  Area now cleared, hit by Morpeth Litter Group blitz, efforts from Coca Cola teams and NEAT team. We do however need at least 1 doggy bin along the route.
HOTSPOT 3: Area now clear with new bins installed, this does appear to be a new FLYTIPPING area.
HOTSPOT 4: The valley into the Churchburn is now fully clear of rubbish – many thanks to the NEAT team for completing a very difficult area with steep banks involved.
HOTSPOT 5: New area, responsibility of Morrisons Plc to cutback the bushes so area accessible to extract the litter.

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Notes:  Overall volumes of butts around the town centre has reduced substantially in 2019 with the new cigarette trays added to most of the town bins but please note the 2019 stats are not a 100% comparison with 2018 as follows:
· Sunday square stats will be slightly higher in 2019 reflecting volumes includes Lumsden Lane which has daily high volumes 
· Bridge St South (lower section) is being impacted by the blowing of butts from the Black Bull – we need Black Bull support to place a cigarette receptable on the outside of their front entrance.
· [bookmark: _Hlk25665958]The bin in front of Iceland has been upgraded, late November, with a cigarette butt tray. This is already reducing greatly the scale of cigarette butt detritus in this area.
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#BINTHEBUTT
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Between the 18th November 2019 and 31st December 2019, Keep Britain Tidy will be running their #BINTHEBUTT campaign. Keep Britain Tidy have identified that smoking litter is the most prevalent type of litter found in the UK. Our 2018 stats collated by our KBT Ambassador supports this statement – the bin improvements completed by Morpeth Town Council has helped enormously to reduce the scale of the problem in Morpeth Town centre but further improvements are required.
We still have hotspots outside restaurants, pubs, takeaways, coffee shops etc. where the lack of cigarette butt receptables results in 1000’s of butts being left on the ground around our lovely town. 
Our 2 KBT Ambassadors intend to push a separate MORPETH #BINTHEBUTT campaign, this would be an agreed date in Spring 2020, targeting a period before the next Morpeth Gathering weekend. With regards Keep Britain Tidy’s #BintheButt campaign dates above, our KBT Ambassadors have taken into consideration the added pressure we would place upon businesses approaching their extremely busy Christmas and New Year periods. Additionally, for our Morpeth #BINTHEBUTT campaign to be successful we need an “across the community of Morpeth” approach with support from Morpeth Town Council, Rotary, Chamber of Trade, Business owners of Morpeth.  
The pre-activities before the Morpeth ~BINTHEBUTT campaign would start includes:
a. Morpeth Town Council to upgrade more bins in Morpeth with new cigarette trays – the following bins should be considered as high priority:
· HIGH PRIORITY
1. Bin situated by the bench at the front of the leisure centre.
2. Bin immediately to the left of the bus stop on Dark Lane – opposite Morrisons car park.
3. Bin by Chantry Bridge / Jacksons Barbers.
· Medium PRIORITY
1. Bin outside Groves Estate Agent – see request above for move
2. Bin in front of Conservative club.
3. Bin in front of F.H. Hardy.
4. Bin outside Chantry sitting area.
5. Bin outside the exit of Dacre Street Car park.
6. Bin in Chantry yard, opposite Lateral Art.

7. Stanley Terrace bin – by steps coming down from NEXT store.
8. Bin in front of old Goosehill store next to the bench.
9. Bin in front of Winns Electricals on Churchburn Drive.
10. Bin in Front of Lucky Panda in Kirkhill.
b. Sandersons Arcade team to look at their bins – what can be done to improve cigarette butt capture?
c. Morpeth’s KBT Ambassador, approx. 1 month before our campaign starts, to visit town centre / town restaurants, pubs, takeaways, coffee shops asking for their support in the campaign:
· Using KBT #BINTHEBUTT posters placed in their premises to encourage smokers to dispose of butts correctly.
· Working with Morpeth Town Council – agree places where posters can be displayed around the streets and alleys of Morpeth.
d. Morpeth’s KBT Ambassador to visit town centre / town restaurants, pubs, takeaways, Coffee shops asking for their support in putting up new external cigarette butt receptables – success already see at:
· Joiners Arms.
· Costa Coffee shop on Bridge St.  – rear plastic container. 
e. Morpeth’s KBT Ambassador to gather stats before the campaign and after to gather evidence of its success or not.
f. Morpeth Town Council to help in distribution of leaflets around the town – placing them in the following locations:
· Town square.
· Bins.
· Car Parks.
· Leisure centre.
· Town Hall.
Etc.
Current Hotspots for butts and where butt receptables are urgently needed includes:
· Outside the front of Black Bull.
· Outside the front of White Swan.
· To the right of the door entrance to Morpeth Larder.
· Outside George Chisholm’s Bookmakers and the Comrades club. 
· Outside Ladbroke’s bookmakers.
· Outside Waterford Lodge.
· Outside Gianni’s Italian Restaurant.
Key Statements re the damage of cigarette butts:
· 120 tonnes of smoking related litter are discarded on UK streets every day.
· Cigarette filters can take up to 12 years to degrade but because they contain plastic, they never fully breakdown but turn into tiny microfibres which continue to pollute the environment for many years.
· Approx. 4.5 trillion cigarette butts are littered worldwide each year.
· Cigarette butts have been found in the stomachs of fish, birds, whales and other marine creatures.
· According to studies, just one cigarette butt per litre of water is deadly to fish.


ECO SCHOOLS 
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Photo of the plants around the KEVI school ground as part of their CARBON CAPTURE project in partnership with Newcastle University
The objective of the ECOSCHOOL programme is to help schools in the educating the next generation in keeping Britain Tidy. Schools engaging on this activity will be improving the environment in both the school and the town centre. 
KEVI school are taking part in a Joint CARBON CAPTURE project with Newcastle University.  As part of this KEVI have shared information with all students and asked for their input into making the grounds more environmentally friendly. We have also shared how to plant in a way that actively captures carbon into the ground and converts it into calcium carbonate.
Students and staff were also represented at the Northumberland Climate Change Conference on the 18th October with local councillors. Year 10 students have worked with Sheila Clark and representatives from the Morpeth in Bloom competition to tidy up around the Youth Centre. Students have also supported Sheila working on various landscaping and planting projects around the site including the Science Garden and the William Turner Garden.
This activity has great synergy with Keep Britain Tidy’s ECO SCHOOLs initiative. We are already seeing other benefits, where there is very little litter around the Red Building / Community Building - last year this area was heavily blighted by litter. See above middle photo with a number of pots ready for planting.
It would be great if this project could grow in the next few years, offer of help is available to KEVI in that our KBT Ambassador is a KBT ECO SCHOOL Assessor and could help them if they would like to put themselves forward for the ECO SCHOOL GREEN FLAG scheme.
